Safety and PSHCE/HeartSmart

This year the theme for Anti-Bullying week is ‘'One Kind Word”, Anti-Bullying Week runs from the 15th — 19th November. Kindness is more important today than it has ever been.
The isolation of the last year has underlined how little acts of consideration can break down barriers and brighten the lives of the people around us. Children will learn that it
takes a collective responsibility to stop bullying and together we can challenge bullying.

HeartSmart is an approach to build character, emotional health and resilience in children. It is a creative way to enable children to adopt a growth mindset whilst maintaining a
healthy emotional epicentre. We continue to make our heart smart this term with the topic, 'Get HeartSmart'. This theme will help children grow in self-worth with a series of

fun, interactive and practical lessons.

We will also continue to explore and promaote British Values and life in Modern Britain.

Learning Challenge
Our whole school theme for the Autumn Term will be ‘The Great Qutdoors’.

Our first Learning Challenge for the Autumn term is history based: "Who were
the Mayans and what have we learnt from them?” We will start by completing a
KWL Grid, which for each child shows (what | know/what | want to learn/what |
have learnt). We will return to the KWL Grid at the end of the topic and
complete the third column (what | have learnt) to show clearly what the
children have learnt during the topic.

During this Learning Challenge the children will learn all about the ancient Maya
civilisation. The children will learn who the ancient Maya people were and
where and when they lived. They will use maps and atlases to locate Maya cities
and identify countries in Mesoamerica. In addition to this they will learn about
the religious beliefs and rituals of the ancient Maya people and find out more
about some of the many gods they worshipped. We are also very excited to
have a visitor in at the beginning of the term where we will explore artefacts.

In Science, our topic will be "animals and their habitats’. We will begin to classify
animals on their characteristics and decide how they have adapted to live in
certain habitats,

Homework

Weekly spellings will be given out on a Monday and the spelling test will be the following Monday.
The first set of spellings to learn will be given out on Monday 27th September. Children will be given
a plece of GPS (Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling) work or a maths task to complete. This will be
set on a Wednesday and the children will have one week to complete it. It must be returned by the
following Wednesday morning. The first piece of homework will be set on Wednesday 22nd
September, Every child is expected to complete all pieces of work they are set. Reading books have
been sent home with the children this week, In addition to reading books, spellings to learn and the
piece of GPS or Maths task there are all of our online platforms that the children can access. This
includes our fantastic reading resource Bug Club, Mathletics, TT Rock Stars and Spelling Shed.
